• Repetition  (word, phrase) e.g. In the corner was a door.  A 
door which had not been opened for a long time. 
 

• Adverb  (ly)  or adverbial phrase e.g.  Cautiously, she 
took hold of the sheet. 
 
 

• Drop in comma  (embedded clause)  e.g. The dust, 
which had not been disturbed for a long time, danced in the 
sunlight. 
 

• I ing word  or ed (verb)   e.g. Looking around, she saw the 
shape move. Confused, she turned around. 
 
 

• Connectives  e.g. Although she was scared, she still kept 
moving. 
 

• Adjective (expanding the noun phrase) e.g. The long 
bright shaft of light penetrated the darkness. 
 
 

• Length, Location  e.g. Near the door stood a figure. All was 
quiet.
